2.1
Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs) 
RAN4#68bis:
The L-band SDL coexistence and regulatory requirements were approved [2] and the co-existence analysis with other 3GPP bands were agreed [3]. Also, the analysis of Harmonics and Intermodulation Products caused by LTE CA combination (Band 20 + L-band) was added in the TR [4]. On UTRA UE requirements, the insertion loss values as well as UE REFSENS and MOP relaxations were agreed for UTRA Band I + L-band combination [5]. In addition, it was approved to extend the frequency range up to 1496 MHz based on the assumption that UE Rx filter is optimized for 1452-1492 MHz [6] [7].
The TR 37.814 V0.2.0 was approved [1].
RAN4#69:
The revised work plan was approved [8]. A proposal on how to include the regulatory requirements for emissions from the L-band BS in 3GPP specifications was discussed in [9], [16] and [17]. UE REFSENS values for UTRA and LTE were discussed in [10] [11] [12] and [13]. The DL only band framework for UTRA was considered [14] and simulation results for DB-DC-HSDPA and DB-4C-HSDPA for Band I+L-band reported in [15]. Coexistence with other 3GPP bands in Japan was also considered in [18].
