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1. Discussion and proposal
This paper discusses how to proceed with the specification work on supplemental downlink for TD-LTE [1]. 
As usual, the corresponding WI has to be created and approved to specify a new feature. For this feature, a new WI proposal is submitted at this meeting [2]. Nevertheless, the specification impacts to introduce the supplemental downlink for TD-LTE are quite straightforward and small as shown in [3]. Considering the overwhelming workload with which WGs are facing, it is worth to discuss an alternative that the required CRs are approved by TSG-RAN without creating the WI. Even if the WG review is thought as necessary, it could be done by email without consuming the time unit in WGs. To discuss this alternative, all the CRs for this proposal are also submitted at this meeting [4-6]. Therefore, the following is proposed:
Proposal:
To specify supplemental downlink for TD-LTE, TSG-RAN is respectfully asked to discuss whether to approve the corresponding WI proposal or just to approve all the required CRs without creating the WI.
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
