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Overall description:

ITU-R Working Party 5D (WP 5D) is developing Revision 2 of the Recommendation M.2012 (“Detailed specifications of the terrestrial radio interfaces of International Mobile Telecommunications-Advanced (IMT-Advanced)”). 

According to the approved procedure, 3GPP is requested to submit a preliminary indication of the modifications foreseen to be submitted in ITU-R WP5D.

The baseline for the material to be submitted to ITU-R will be the 3GPP specifications approved in Rel. 12.

Since MCC provided a comprehensive description of the features included in Release 12, it is proposed to submit to ITU-R WP5D the document “Rel-12_description_20131224”, as indicated in Annex 1 of the document.

3GPP ITU-R Ad Hoc asks 3GPP TSG RAN to review the attached draft answer back to ITU-R and submit the approved version to SA.
3GPP ITU-R Ad Hoc asks 3GPP TSG SA to review the document as approved by RAN and provide feedbacks to the PCG.
It is reminded that before final submission to ITU-R, in footnote 1 of this document, the source PCG doc number has to be updated as soon as it is available.

The submission deadline for the submission of the material to ITU-R is June 11th. As a consequence 3GPP PCG is asked to approve the final document at PCG#32.

The final version of the document will be submitted to ITU-R WP5D by ATIS on behalf of 3GPP OPs.
