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1. Overall Description:

RAN has identified a mis-alignment in the planned way of using WLAN thresholds for channel utilization level and backhaul data rate for traffic steering in the UE between the solutions developed in RAN2 and SA2. More specifically, RAN2 has agreed to use these thresholds for traffic steering and to also use these thresholds for access network selection in their RAN rules based solution. RAN2 also agrees that it is up to UE whether it associates with the Access Point only when the rule is met or already before. In parallel, SA2 has agreed not to use these thresholds for traffic steering but only to use them for access network selection in their ANDSF rules based solution. These two conflicting decisions are the result of RAN2 and SA2 having different views on the usefulness of these thresholds for traffic steering decision.

RAN has concluded that preferably the two solutions were aligned in their ways of applying the threshold parameters in particular the WLAN thresholds. 


RAN2 kindly requests the SA to take note of the issue and to inform RAN, RAN2 and SA2 of their decision on the use of WLAN thresholds.
