ITU-R AH prepared an answer in RT-140020 / RP-141071 stating that we receive the information and that there is clear interest in IMT-2020 process and 3GPP is likely to submit something when required (>2017). The document takes into account the input from GERAN. The document will be submitted to ITU-R by ATIS and therefore it is required PCG approval (by correspondence).
PCG #32 decided that the final submission towards revision 2 of M.2012 (technical characteristics of IMT Advanced) has to be based on Rel 12 December 2014 version of Technical specifications. By 21 Jan 2015 3GPP must send the final material for the update of M.2012. Therefore the document must be approved by TSG plenaries #66. It is proposed that TSG RAN gives the mandate to develop the relevant documents to 3GPP ITU-R Ad Hoc and that RAN chairman inform the other TSGs and PCG in his reports.

ITU-R WP1A submitted an LS to 3GPP in RT-140009 / RP-141054, Liaison statement TO EXTERNAL ORGANIZATIONS - Working document towards a preliminary draft new ITU-R Report on the Smart Grid project.  ITU-R WP1A/TEMP/61
to: RAN, GERAN, RAN4, SA
This document provides a description of which technologies can provide communication services for smart grids. At the moment no 3GPP technology is listed (only IEEE). Moreover some coexistence issue is raised for consideration. 3GPP should decide if we want to list 3GPP technologies and indicate if there are possible interference issues. The deadline for contribution to ITU-R WP1A is end of December.

The discussion in the ITU-R Ad Hoc (and feedback from GERAN) indicated the willingness to contribute.
