Progress of the SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI
RAN1#78:
Stage 3 changes for the introduction of a second broadcast channel (BCH on SCCPCH) were agreed for RAN1 specifications 25.211 [1], 25.212 [2] and 25.213 [3]. 
RAN2#87:

After email discussion [1] the open issues on the second broadcast channel and SIB value tag range extensions were agreed:
-
SB3 repetition interval range is {80, 160, 320, 640}

-
The same BCH modification time is applicable for both legacy and second broadcast channel

-
The existing BCCH specific H-RNTI is used to signal system information change in CELL_FACH

-
The MIB/SIB/SB value tag range in REL-12 is increased to 16
The running CRs for the second broadcast channel [3],[4],[5],[6], [7] were discussed, and revisions of the CRs were presented based on RAN2 discussions. The final CRs are scheduled for four day email agreement [87#14] after RAN2#87. 
RAN3#85:

RAN3 agreed on the final Iub interface (NBAP signalling) changes for the introduction of a second broadcast channel (BCH) [3]. 
RAN4#74:

RAN4 discussed the Core requirements for the second broadcast channel [1] and agreed that the core RRM requirement not impacted by the introduction of the secondary broadcast channel on S-CCPCH.

Progress of the Performance part WI
RAN4#74:

RAN4 also discussed the Performance requirements and agreed that the BCH demodulation requirements are re-used for the secondary BCH (during non DTX TTIs) [2]. For this agreement a CR to 25.101 was agreed [3]. Furthermore it was agreed that the secondary system information is not added in any existing RRM test [4], but more discussion is needed whether new RRM test(s) for the second broadcast are needed [4].
