3GPP TSG RAN would like to update CTIA on the current status of the 3GPP Work Plan associated with defining OTA performance requirements for UEs.  RAN has taken the following actions:
1. The Work Item on LTE UE TRP and TRS and UTRA Hand Phantom related UE TRP and TRS Requirements has been extended until December, 2015 and has been added to the TSG RAN4 Work Plan.
2. The new Work Item on Radiated requirements for the verification of multi-antenna reception performance of UEs has been approved with an expected completion date of December, 2015 and has been added to the TSG RAN4 Work Plan.
