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1. Overall Description:

3GPP is aware that ETSI BRAN recently approved the WI “REN/BRAN-0060015” in December 2014, for which objective 4 is to “improve adaptivity for Load Based Equipment by replacing the current 2 alternative options with a single solution that provides equal (spectrum) access to different technologies”, in reference to ETSI EN 301 893 V1.8.0. 
3GPP started a study item (SI) on Licensed-Assisted Access to Unlicensed Spectrum [1] in September 2014. The SI is expected to conclude in June 2015. Work will continue on the SI during the following meetings:

The study investigates a single global solution framework that can be used for licensed assisted access to unlicensed spectrum in all regions of the world. Investigation of LAA and Wi-Fi coexistence in a fair manner is identified as a major part of the study. Various deployment scenarios and coexistence evaluation assumptions were agreed. The evaluations consider LAA systems that only serve DL traffic as well as LAA systems that serve both DL and UL traffic in the unlicensed spectrum. These evaluations are expected to include the study of multiple listen-before-talk alternatives as part of the LAA design options for coexistence with different technologies in unlicensed spectrum, including Wi-Fi. The result of the study will be published in a technical report, with the latest version available in [2] which will be continuously updated as the study progresses
