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Section 1 - Background:

· A number of operators, for example from the United States, with an interest in the LTE-WLAN aggregation feature have indicated a requirement for RAN2 WI (LTE_WLAN_radio) to support legacy WLAN Deployments.   

· In order to facilitate a widespread deployment of the feature, a solution where neither software nor firmware updates to legacy WLANs will be required.

· Last RAN plenary agreed “plan is to approve a new WI for RAN level aggregation with legacy APs for this at RAN #69”
Section 2 – Discussion:

· One possible solution (a tunnelling approach) that may be used over the legacy WLAN deployments is one that uses IP transport over WLAN for transporting PDCP SDU’s between the UE and the eNB.  

· Other solutions may be possible; however, a solution that does not need modifications to legacy WLANs is required.

Section 3 – Proposal:
· The WI that proposes a solution that fulfil the agreed requirements without requiring either software or firmware updates to legacy WLANs is proposed in RP-15xxxx.  

· It does not require major architectural changes on the terminal. 
· It is proposed to approve the WID for LTE/WiFi aggregation for legacy WLANs to be supported with no modifications.
