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1.0 Background 
Currently there are two WI/SI in 3GPP associated with the 2GHz LTE band. These are; 
WI (UID: 640036): 2GHz FDD LTE Band for Region 1
The work item description is [LTE_1980_2170_REG1] and the associated Technical Report for this work item is TR36.862. The WI has been completed in all the TSG groups for this new band (B65) and the TR and CR(s) for the affected specifications are presented for approval at RAN#70. This procedure to include this new Band 65 in the Release 13 specification is normal and is provided for information.

SI (UID: 570022): Study on LTE FDD in the bands 1980-2010MHz and 2200MHz
The study item description is [FS_LTE_1980_2170_Korea] and the associated Technical Report for this work item is TR36.861.  The SI has been completed in R4 and the outcome of the study item [1] will be presented to RAN#70 for approval. Associated with the SI is the Status Report which recommends the SI can be closed.

The key issue arising from this study item is how we implement the outcome and the RAN4 consensus on the way forward [3]. The R4 way forward is to propose a new WI to adopt B65 for Region 3 by including the additional requirements for Region 3 co-existence. The additional requirements [4] are only required for the RAN4 UE specifications and do not impact other specifications or other TSG(s) working groups.
2.0 Way forward  
To implement these RAN4 recommendations the following steps are proposed;
1. A new WI [2] 2GHz FDD LTE Band for Region 3 is approved. This WI does not require any additional TU. 
2. The additional Region 3 co-existence requirements [4] which have been endorsed by RAN4 during the study item phase are submitted as a CR(s) package to RAN under this new WI.
3. The new WI 2GHz FDD LTE Band for Region 3 can then be closed at RAN #70 meeting after the Region 3 CR package is approved. 

Rationale for this approach
The procedure of open and closing a work item in one RAN meeting although unusual, has been used previously in RAN if this has been shown to have benefits. The benefits are as follows;
· The work on this band arrangement for Region 3 has been complex and it would be useful to implement the changes needed for Region 3 in B65 in the same specification release as the introduction of B65 for Region 1.
· The work in other forums which have a dependency on the 3GPP specifications would be consistent in both Regions in terms of the specification release.
· Future conformance work in R5 would be eased if all the requirements for both Regions could be done in the same R5 phase/work item. 
· Additional allocation of TU(s) in RAN4 can be avoided as the proposed new WI [2] can be opened and closed at RAN#70 without further resources being needed in RAN4 or other TSG(s) working groups
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
