Justification

With the ever-increasing demand on mobile broadband services, the usage of unlicensed spectrum in general and WLAN in particular remains to be important for 3GPP operators. WLAN was initially deployed to provide opportunistic offload, however with increasing demand for throughput efficient usage of unlicensed spectrum, operator control and reduced WLAN deployment costs become more and more important.
In Rel-13, 3GPP defined LTE-WLAN RAN Level Integration supporting legacy WLAN (LWIP) feature that addresses these requirements. The Rel-13 LWIP provides framework for IP layer integration of LTE and WLAN for supporting legacy WLAN and ease solution deployment.
The LWIP enhancements should support the following:
· allow access to local applications over WLAN while connected to LTE Core
· optimize user plane transport for deployments such as trusted and/or collocated WLAN

· optimize performance of LWIP by allowing flow control

Objective

4.1
Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI
The enhanced LWIP (eLWIP) directly builds on Rel-13 LWIP framework without changes to the LWIP architecture. The solution shall support he following requirements:

1. Solution shall support legacy WLAN deployments without any need for modifications to the deployed WLAN nodes.

The objectives of this work item are to specify the following additional features for LWIP:

· Support for WLAN-anchored  services using LTE access by allowing WLAN UL transmissions to be fully offloaded to LTE (RAN2)
· Enhancements for LWIP performance for trusted and/or collocated deployments by removing requirement of IPSec (SA3, RAN2, RAN3)
· Optimized LWIP performance, e.g. via 1) reuse of Xw for LWIP flow control and WLAN measurements and/or 2) UE feedback if feasible with current LWIP protocol architecture(RAN2, RAN3)
The enhancements should reuse the existing LWIP architecture and the LWIPEP protocol defined for the LWIP. Coordination with SA groups should happen on the related system aspects of the above objectives. The objective on IPSec removal is dependent on SA3’s decision whether the removal of IPsec is acceptable from a security point of view.
