Justification

Band 11 (UE transmit: 1427.9 - 1447.9MHz, BS transmit: 1475.9 -1495.9MHz) and Band 21 (UE transmit: 1447.9 - 1462.9MHz, BS transmit: 1495.9 -1510.9MHz) have been operated for some time in Japan. In WRC-15, 1.5GHz (1427 - 1518MHz) was identified as IMT spectrum and at the same time the unwanted emission limit for UEs (IMT Mobile station) operated in 1427 - 1452MHz was mandated to protect EESS (Earth Exploration-Satellite Service) resided in 1400 - 1427MHz, i.e. – 62dBW/27MHz with UE transmit power of 15dBm. (Note: The condition of 15dBm here is for unwanted emission definition and does not mean that the maximum power of UE should be limited to 15dBm in real operation.) This limit does not apply to UEs for which the notification information was received by ITU-R before the last day of WRC-15, i.e. UEs in Japan.
With those decisions, while Band 11 and 21 could potentially be utilized for the new IMT spectrum other than in Japan, existing Band 11 and 21 UEs if operated outside Japan shall comply with the unwanted emission limits. This could be done with RB restriction controlled by a BS scheduler and/or multiple NS/Pemax when appropriate but these schemes are determined based on UE assumptions in 3GPP and it is quite difficult for an organization outside to evaluate or estimate. (Note: There is interest to implement similar FDD (not SDL) arrangements within the frequency range 1427 - 1518 MHz outside Japan considering different possible options such that expanding them or by developing new band with larger operating bandwidth. However, this Study Item does not cover this aspect and feasibility studies for the cases above will need to be conducted separately.)
Thus, this study item is to give some indications on resource restriction scheme for potential organizations to consider Band 11 and 21 for the newly identified IMT spectrum.

In this study item, evaluation of A-MPR necessary for EESS protection is conducted and the results are translated into various schemes such as RB restriction controlled by a BS scheduler and/or multiple NS/Pemax to attain the protection. UE RF simulations are anticipated to obtain the results and it is assumed that current B11 and B21 schemes and UE assumptions such as a duplexer or PA are used as they are.

As the unconventional protection condition is set in ITU-R (i.e. UE requirement is not defined at its maximum power), there might be some discussion needed on simulation setting.
