Channel quality indicator (CQI) definition
Based on an unrestricted observation interval, the UE shall report the highest tabulated CQI value for which a single HS-DSCH sub-frame formatted with the transport block size, number of HS-PDSCH codes and modulation corresponding to the reported or lower CQI value could be received in a 3-slot reference period ending 1 slot before the start of the first slot in which the reported CQI value is transmitted and for which the transport block error probability would not exceed 0.1. Depending on the UE category as defined in [10], either Table 8, 9, 10, or 11 should be used. For the purpose of CQI reporting, the UE shall assume a total received HS-PDSCH power of 
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 in dB, where the measurement power offset 
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 is signaled by higher layers and the reference power adjustment 
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is given by Table 8, 9, 10, or 11, depending on the UE category. If S-CPICH is used as a phase reference for HS-PDSCH demodulation, 
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 is the received power of the S-CPICH used by the UE, otherwise 
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 is the received power of the P-CPICH.
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
