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Discussion

In the the previous RAN WG1 meetings there have been several CRs to RAN WG2 TR 25.993, “Typical examples of RABs and RBs supported by UTRAN”. The CRs have been submitted to RAN WG1 for verification of L1 parameters. The decisions of RAN WG1 have been sent in LSs to RAN WG2. 

TR 25.993 (being a Release 6 report) does not impact the RAN WG1 specifications and, hence, may have lower priority than a vast majority of other documents in the meetings. Thus, it is likely that there won’t be sufficient time to handle and report to RAN WG2 on all the contributions to TR25.993 in RAN WG1 meetings. Also, the RAN WG1 meeting is not always the best place to discuss particular details of the bearer parameters. However, it is important that RAN WG1 verifies the L1 parameters, so that the quality of 3GPP technical reports is maintained.

With the following procedure, the L1 parameters of CRs to TR 25.993 could be verified by RAN WG1 in due time, without adding extra burden of detail verification or LS handling in RAN WG1 meetings:

1) The originator of the CR to TR 25.993 requests document number, and submits the CR to the RAN WG1 meeting, following the deadlines for Rel 6 documents (Note: In RAN WG2 meetings, TR25.993 CRs are handled separately under Rel –99, Rel 4 etc. agenda items, depending on the applicable release, but this is not necessary in RAN WG1.)
2) In the meeting, the document is noted and submitted for e-mail approval. Only if there are major objections to the whole document, a discussion may take place in the meeting. (A reason to reject the document immediately could be, e.g., if the document presents a Rel 6 bearer with L1 items that are not yet in approved RAN WG1 Rel 6 documents.)
3) Those proposing modifications to the CR, have to send their comments over RAN WG1 reflector within one week from the end of the RAN WG1 meeting. 

a. If there are no proposals to modify the document, the original document submitted to the RAN WG1 meeting is considered to be approved (regarding L1 parameters) by RAN WG1, and it can be presented to RAN WG2, by the originator of the CR. 

b. Otherwise, if the proposed changes are approved in the e-mail discussion, the new version with agreed changes is sent over RAN WG1 reflector (by the originator of the CR). If there are no objections to this version within one week, this version is considered to be approved by RAN WG1, and it can be presented to RAN WG2, by the originator of the CR.

c. If no agreement can be reached in the e-mail approval process, the document will be postpone for further discussion in the following RAN WG1 meeting.

Recommendation

It is recommended to adopt the presented procedure for approval of L1 parameters in CRs to 25.993, and to inform the decision in a LS to RAN WG2.
