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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank T1 for their LS on the testing of HSDPA radio bearers in [1]. RAN1 has reviewed the LS and would like to provide the following feedback on the question regarding the UL TTI.

There was agreement that for the purpose of simplifying the testing of HSDPA radio bearers with the test loop function a single TTI parameter of 10 ms could be used. RAN1 understands that this restriction on the TTI should be captured in the test case description. It is RAN1’s understanding that any UE supporting 384 kbps on the uplink should be tested against both 10 ms and 20 ms TTI (as per the existing configuration of the 384 kbps PS radio bearer in TS 34.108). This could be done separately from the testing of HSDPA radio bearers assuming a UE with such UL capabilities would already be tested against one of the existing Rel’99 radio bearer combination using with 384 kbps on the UL from TS 34.108 (i.e. with both 10 ms and 20 ms TTI).

In addition, RAN1 has also discussed whether a 10 ms alternative for the UL TTI should be considered for the testing of the 64 kbs UL PS radio bearer in Rel’5. It has been noted that the existing 64 kbps RB configuration from TS 34.108 is only tested with 20 ms TTI, whilst the use of a 10 ms TTI could provide some benefits in terms of delay. RAN1 is currently discussing this possibility and will keep T1 informed of the outcome of the discussion at RAN1 meeting #37.
