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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks RAN1 for the LS on “LS on Code Sharing during Compressed Mode” [R3-040585] and is pleased to answer the following questions. 
(RAN1 question) 

Is there a clear signalling complexity difference between the presented options?

(RAN3 answer) 

 No, from the signalling viewpoint the complexity is relatively similar in all options. No new messages are needed, but some new IEs will be required and the required IE contents would vary depending on the option. The option 1 would require the smallest number of new IEs to be signalled and the option 3 would require the largest number of IEs to be signalled, however from signalling perspective the difference cannot be viewed as significant.

(RAN1 question)

Could any, some or all of the options be considered to be introducing only a small incremental complexity to the signaling?

(RAN3 answer)

Because the signalling complexity in all the options are similar, there is no possibility from the signalling point of view to say which option has the smallest incremental complexity. 
In addition, RAN3 sees that there are two possible timings to signal the shared channelization code to the Node B. The timings are as follows.

-       RNC selects the shared channelization code before determining the activation time. RNC signals the channelization code information to Node B at the time where Compressed Mode is configured.

-       RNC selects the shared channelization code and activation time at the same time. RNC signals the channelization code information to Node B at the time where Compressed Mode is activated.

RAN3 would like to ask RAN1 about RAN1’s preference/understanding on the timing to signal the shared channelization code to Node B.
