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1. Discussion:

RAN1 thank SA4 for their LS on simulations for MBMS.  Regarding the two physical layer related questions in the LS (inserted below), we would comment:

· What is the bandwidth that can be supported at different loss rate for the same overall resource consumption in RAN/GERAN?

RAN1 have discussed 64 and 128 kbps physical channel data rates at transport block error rates of 1%.  Results on the required power for these configurations are included in TS 25.803.  The performance of 256 kbps and its corresponding UE radio access capability impacts are under study in RAN1.  Results for the 256 kbps single antenna transmission case are also available in an updated version of 25.803.

· If target SDU error ratio is X %, What is the expected distribution of actual encountered error ratios assuming a typical UEs in the cell?

RAN WG1 have no direct results on error ratio distributions over the cell at present.  However, TS 25.803 shows the required transmission power to achieve 1% transport block error rate with 90% and 95% cell coverage.

RAN1 have briefly reviewed the simulation parameters in S4-AHP130 and have the following recommendations and comments:

· As macro-diversity with selection combining at the RLC Layer can provide significant performance gains, we recommend it be included as a test condition.

· Transport block errors may be correlated in fading conditions, however RAN1 see no problem with the use of uncorrelated block errors as an initial simplified simulation condition. This assumption could be refined later.
