3.1. Simulation condition

· Information block size

Information block size for simulation: 40- 5114, 6144, 8192
Number of information block sizes for simulation: 42 (actual size will be decided on the E-mail reflector)
· Coding rate: 1/3

· Channel model: AWGN

· Average required Eb/N0 achieving code error rate of 10-1, 10-2, 10-3 and 10-4(Performance of Rel.6 turbo interleaver must be provided to align the results)

3.2.  Time plan

· Exact information block size

Company provides the candidates for 42 information block size on the e-mail reflector until 17 Nov 2006.  
· Parameters for channel interleaver

All parameters of the proposed channel interleaver to support above 42 information block size should be provided by end of November 2006 in order to understand the proposals. The number of parallel processors for decoding should be provided for information at the same time.

· Simulation results
Simulation results must be provided by 4 Jan 2007, one week before the submission deadline of January meeting. 
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
