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1. Discussion
During the discussion on the CR [1], offline discussion debated how to interpret following sentence in TS25.212 section 4.8.4.1

While E‑DCH TTI length is 10 ms, if an initial transmission occurs in a compressed frame, a retransmission occurs in a compressed frame or a retransmission occurs in a non‑compressed frame and the initial transmission was compressed, the number of available bits per TTI of one E‑DPDCH for all possible spreading factors denoted by N256, N128, N64, N32, N16, N8, N4 and N2 used in the algorithm above is replaced by k×N256, k×N128, k×N64, k× N32, k× N16, k× N8, k×N4 and k×N2. The parameter k is equal to ntx1/15 and ntx1 is defined in 4.4.5.1.
The text emphasized by yellow has following structure of the text,
A, B or C and D

A: an initial transmission occurs in a compressed frame
B: a retransmission occurs in a compressed frame
C: a retransmission occurs in a non compressed frame
D: the initial transmission was compressed
The discussion point were whether the text should be interpret as

Interpretation X:
(A, B or C ) and D  = ( A or B or C ) and D

Interpretation Y:
A, B or (C and D) =  A, or B or (C and D)
Interpretation Z:
A, (B or C) and D = A and (B or C) and D

etc.
If only the interpretation X and Y, the discussion concluded both interpretation X and Y is same results (because ntx1/15 in normal mode is k = 1). On the other hand, the other interpretation like Z makes wrong understanding.
2. Suggestion
We suggest trying to avoid arbitary combination of "and" and "or" and "," 

Especially, the recent future like CPC and MIMO introduces "the mode" in RAN1 specification and it could be easily introduce the text which the relation of multiple text/word gets unclear. Therefore, we just suggest to be careful on the wording.
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
