Summary
This contribution is a summary of the discussion on UE categories for LTE that took place on the RAN1 e-mail reflector between RAN1 #51bis in Seville and RAN1#52 in Sorrento. The discussions were a continuation of the discussions held prior to RAN1#52.
Discussion focused on the necessity of TDD specific UE categories. Limited discussion took place. However, we could agree to align following items with that of FDD
-         Maximum number of DL-SCH transport block bits received within a TTI, 

-         Maximum number of bits of a DL-SCH transport block received within a TTI

-         Maximum number of supported layers for spatial multiplexing in DL

-         Maximum number of bits of an UL-SCH transport block received within a TTI

-         Support of 64 QAM in UL

One remaining item is soft buffer size. There are two approaches so far

Option 1: keep same soft buffer size as FDD. Apply (modified?) LBRM to support different HARQ process numbers Thus, we do not need to specify TDD specific UE categories
Option 2: define different soft buffer size for TDD. Thus, we may need to specify TDD specific UE category.  

Way forward: continue the discussion. Agree either option1 or option2
