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Summary
This contribution is a summary of the discussion on soft buffer usage on TDD. 

Agreement of previous meetings 
· keep UE categories in TS36.306

· keep soft buffer size in TS36.306 for both FDD and TDD. 
Reaming issue:

· Mechanism to support HARQ process number >8 on TDD
Proposals in meeting and over e-mail reflector:
· option 2 in R1-081316

Allowing unequal soft memory partitioning between different HARQ processes to support instantaneous peak rate
· R1-081475 (updated to 1872) 

Attempting to fit all received bits into the soft buffer (by setting Mlimit == MDL_HARQ) gradually increases the minimum coding rate. In the case of 15 HARQ processes at peak data rate, introducing the constant Mlimit, the minimum coding rate is guaranteed not to exceed cr = 0.75.
A company proposed

· extend the soft buffer size for HARQ process number > 8 or

· add category 5a, which has large soft buffer for HARQ process number of 15

One company supports this proposal. However, most of companies do not want to change current working assumption

Way forward: continue the discussion in the meeting.
