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RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on System information scheduling. Regarding the maximum size of SIB1 that can be transmitted with the assumptions in the LS, RAN1 would like to provide following answers.
Under the specific cell environments for evaluation in RAN1, around 300, 1900 and 4200 bits are supportable for 1.4, 5 and 10 MHz system bandwidths by 4 times transmission within 80 ms. Slightly larger sizes than those may be possible considering more favourable cell environments. Anyhow, RAN1 assumes around 1200 bits as a maximum candidate size for the maximum size of SIB1 considering RAN2 assumption on the maximum size of SI-x other than SI-1. 
Based on the above, RAN1 would like to ask RAN2 which approach is preferred by RAN2 on configuration of the SIB1 size. 
Approach 1. Maximum size of SIB1 is set different up to around 1200 bits depending on the system bandwidth.

Approach 2. Maximum size of SIB1 is set to one same value (around 300 bits) for all the system bandwidths based on 1.4 MHz bandwidth.
In addition, RAN1 would like to ask RAN2 whether a similar approach can be applied to the setting of maximum payload size of SI-x other than SI-1.
