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1. Overall Description:

LS R2-090855 describes the current MAC behaviour when ACK/NACK repetition falls in measurement gap as:

· If the initial HARQ feedback transmission collides with a measurement gap, no HARQ feedback is indicated to physical layer, and that means that both the initial HARQ feedback and all of the ACK/NACK repetition(s) will not be transmitted. 

· If the initial HARQ feedback transmission does not collide with a measurement gap but one or more of the ACK/NACK repetitions collide with the gap, the initial HARQ feedback shall be indicated by MAC to the physical layer.

RAN1 would like to kindly inform RAN2 of the RAN1 conclusion on ACK/NACK repetition transmission where the initial HARQ feedback is indicated to physical layer by MAC but one or more of the ACK/NACK repetition would collide with the measurement gap:
· A UE shall not transmit the repeated ACK/NACKs which fall in measurment gap
2. Actions:

To RAN2.
ACTION:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to take the above agreed conclusion into account when treating the case that one or more of the ACK/NACK repetitions fall in measurement gap.
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
