1 Introduction

In the last RAN plenary, UTRA and E-UTRA REL9 UE capabilities [1] was discussed and following was concluded.
RAN tasks RAN2 to come up with a list of Rel-9 features that should have an IOT bit in order to avoid IOT problems. RAN2 should also consider if grouping of features under one IOT bit is possible.

RAN will look at this list at the next RAN meeting, decide whether the list is acceptable, and which of these features would not have an IOT bit but a true optionality bit. 

Other WG’s should provide input where required, especially for TEI-9.

RAN2 should also come with a proposal to RAN#46 on how to continue with the Rel-8 FGI list.
This document discusses the categorization of release 9 CRs. In addition, we propose to have "magic sentence" in RAN1 CRs.
2 Discussion and proposal
We identified following type of release 9 CRs.

Although case F would be explicitly identified in the CR coversheet, the remaining may be handled in "TEI9". In such case, the CR itself is sometimes not so clear which category the CR falls. Although we don't propose specific formal procedure, we propose RAN2 takes into account such categorization. In addition, we think the CR should not mix different types of above categorization.
CRs on above case A are CR correcting functional errors of a previous release, however given the late discovery and inessential nature of the errors, have not been corrected until a later Release. Such CR may give the impression that previous release shall be implemented in the opposite way from what is proposed/described. 
According to above discussion [3], RAN2 agreed to introduce following magic sentence. We propose similar handling in RAN1 in the cover sheet of Rel-9 CRs for casse A type CR.

"Implementation of this CR by a Release 8 UE will not cause any compatibility issues"
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
