	The procedure of TBS determination for DCI format 1C is ambiguous. It requires reading “modulation and coding scheme” field (IMCS) in DCI first, and then setting the TBS index (ITBS) equal to IMCS to determine TBS. But according to Section 5.3.3.1.4 of 36.212 (v9.1.0), no “modulation and coding scheme” field exists in DCI format 1C. Instead the field is named transport block size index.

	Consequences if 
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not approved:
	The procedure of TBS determination for DCI format 1C is ambiguous and there is a risk that the TBS of DCI format 1C can not be determined correctly.

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	Isolated impact analysis:

The correction in this CR has isolated impact, as it only clarifies the definition of “modulation and coding scheme” field for DCI format 1C. The correction would not affect implementations behaving like indicated in the CR, but would affect implementations supporting the corrected functionality otherwise.
