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1. Overall Description
RAN1 has been discussing the association between PDCCH with CIF and PDSCH / PUSCH. A Working Assumption on the linkage has been made in RAN1#60bis, which was subsequently confirmed in RAN1#61. RAN1 would like to inform RAN2 about this decision:
· Each PDSCH/PUSCH CC can be scheduled only from a single DL CC, i.e. the UE only monitors PDCCH on one DL CC for each PDSCH/PUSCH CC 

· For any DL carrier where the UE monitors PDCCH with CIF, PDCCH on the DL carrier shall be able to schedule PDSCH at least on the same carrier and/or PUSCH on a linked UL carrier 

2. Actions

RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to take the above agreements from RAN1 into consideration in the future work on carrier aggregation.
