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1 Introduction 
According to the LS in [1], RAN2 requests RAN1 and RAN4 to indicate where they could implement the activation period into their specifications, if possible. As far as the RAN1 specifications are concerned, it is suggested in [1] that the activation period could be specified in TS36.213 in a similar way to the specification of the response to the timing advance MAC Control Element (section 4.2.3).  The (de)activation of an SCell has impacts on the start/stop of physical channel transmissions in [2].

4.3 Timing for SCell Activation / Deactivation

When a UE receives an activation or deactivation command [8] for an SCell in subframe n, the corresponding actions in [8] shall apply no later than subframe n+[x].
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
