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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS in R2-115635/R1-113623 entitled “LS on RACH procedure on SCell”. RAN1’s response to RAN2’s questions in the LS is give below.
[RAN2 Question]: RAN2 kindly asks RAN1 if it would be possible to support the following with reasonable complexity: monitoring the common search space of a SCell (assumed defined) for Msg2 during the RA procedure with respect to the number of blind decodes.
[RAN1 Response]: It is preferable to keep the maximum number of blind decodes that UE can support as in Rel-10, so as to avoid extra complexity for UE implementation. Therefore, if the UE needs to monitor the common search space of a SCell for Msg2 during the RACH procedure, the blind decoding attempts of UE-specific search space may need to be restricted, which means the UE may fail in detecting the PDCCH.

Based on the above discussion, RAN1 considers that monitoring the common search space of a SCell for Msg2 will bring some extra standard effort in RAN1.
