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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS on RACH procedure on SCell.

In the LS, RAN2 asked RAN1 if it would be possible to support the following with reasonable complexity: monitoring the common search space of an SCell (assumed defined) for Msg2 during the RA procedure with respect to the number of blind decodes.
RAN1’s understanding is that monitoring the common search space of an SCell for Msg2 has some impact on the physical layer procedure, and some solutions discussed do not increase the total number of blind decodes and some solutions increase the total number of blind decodes. RAN1 would prefer not to increase the total number of blind decodes. RAN1 has not reached the consensus on the complexity to enable monitoring the common search space on SCell for Msg2 (even without increasing the number of blind decodes), because RAN1 has not performed trade-off analysis among different options taking into account the overall complexity in both RAN1 and RAN2. [It is RAN1’s understanding that RAN2 will take a decision on which solution to apply for the RACH procedure on SCells.]
2. Actions:
RAN1 kindly requests RAN2 to take the above into consideration in the future RAN2 work.
