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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 thanks RAN3 for the LS on carrier selection for CB ICIC.   RAN1 believes that dynamic activation/deactivation of a component carrier at the pico would result in variation in the interference to the macro UEs close to pico cells.   The variation of interference level due to dynamic activation/deactivation of a component carrier would be reflected in the CSI feedbacks from those macro UEs.   Since the interference is a long term statistic derived from UE measurements, the variation of interference caused by carrier activation/deactivation would be slowly indicated from the CSI feedbacks by some UEs.   It would not be easy for the eNB to identify whether the CQI improvement or deterioration was caused by the deactivation or activation of a neighboring cell.   It is also not clear under what circumstances the overall system performance would be improved by activating/deactivating a component carrier by a pico eNB for interference mitigation.   RAN1 therefore suggests to study the effects of carrier activation/deactivation together with radio resource coordination in more detail in a future release.
