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1. Introduction
The current WID of NCT describes that the motivation of stand-alone NCT is discussed during the first phase. In this contribution, we share our views on stand-alone NCT.
2. Summary of NCT motivations
Until now, the motivations and use cases of NCT (including non-stand-alone NCT) were intensively discussed, and the following motivations are identified:

· Energy saving
· HetNet interference handling
· Overhead reduction
· Band filling
Since non-stand-alone NCT always accompanies LCT (Legacy Carrier Type), the backward compatibility is not the serious problem. Band filling and C/U-plane separation for small cells are good applications along with this policy. On the other hand, stand-alone NCT cannot support backward compatibility at all, and then more benefit than blocking legacy UEs are required to justify this drawback. Otherwise, it would be difficult for operators, at least for us, to declare the usefulness of stand-alone NCT.

Stand-alone NCT may help to chop off old LTE functionalities that are not used in particular scenarios. For example, support of high-seed UEs will not be necessary for small cells, and then low density of RS is available to reduce the overhead. However, a drastic change cannot be applied in the near future taking the cost effectiveness into consideration since LTE service has just started. 
Therefore, we suppose it would be premature to discuss stand-alone NCT in Rel-12 while RAN1 hasn’t finished yet the design of non-stand-alone NCT. RAN1 should spend more time for non-stand-alone NCT, which motivation is much clearer than stand-alone NCT.
3. Conclusion
In this document, we shared our views on stand-alone NCT. At this moment, we haven’t found any urgent motivations for stand-alone NCT over non-stand-alone NCT. Our preference is to spend more time on the discussion of non-stand-alone NCT. Stand-alone NCT can be postponed to Rel-13 if no further motivations are identified.
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
