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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has reached the agreement below in RAN2#85:
If the UE is not able to receive multiple Transport Blocks within a subframe due to max TBS and/or bandwidth limitation, it’s up to UE implementation which TB to prioritize.
Subsequently to the above RAN2 decision, RAN1 decided there was no explicit bandwidth limitation. RAN1 has also agreed that minimum reception capability of the low-complexity UE is 1000+2216 bits within one subframe, as related to TS36.302 which captures simultaneous reception requirements.
RAN2 can consider to capture that the minimum reception capability of low-complexity UE is 1000+2216 bits within one subframe[, and also consider whether a statement is still required that it is up to UE implementation which TB to prioritize in the case of multiple transport block reception exceeding its capability].
