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1. Introduction

In [1], a summary of offline discussion on how to handle CSI-IM configurations vs. zero-power CSI-RS resource configurations in the context of eIMTA, initiated in [2], was discussed. In this contribution, we provide further views on how to conclude on this topic.

2. Discussion
As discussed in [2], the following issue is not concluded in RAN1 for Rel-12 eIMTA operation yet: 
· How to handle the case when an TM10 UE is configured with multiple CSI-IM resource configuration(s) that are not all completely overlapping with two zero-power CSI-RS resource configurations
When the above condition occurs, the following options are identified as in [1]:
· Option 1: The TM10 UE will treat it as a valid configuration and will assume that puncturing is used for TM10 EPDCCH for the CSI-IM resources that are not overlapping with configured zero-power CSI-RS resource configurations
· Option 2: The TM10 UE will treat it as a valid configuration and will perform rate matching around the configured CSI-IM resources irrespective of the configured zero-power CSI-RS resources for TM10 EPDCCH
· Option 3: The TM10 UE will treat it as invalid CSI-IM resource configuration
Based on discussions in previous meetings, it seems controversial whether a Rel-12 CR is necessary or not depending on the intended UE behavior. 

Regardless of a Rel-12 CR or not, it is necessary for RAN1 to conclude on the intended UE behavior in order to ensure consistent UE implementation. If no consensus can be reached, one possible conclusion to leave the UE behavior unspecified.

3. Conclusion
In this contribution, we discussed the issue originally identified in [2]:
· How to handle the case when an TM10 UE is configured with multiple CSI-IM resource configuration(s) that are not all completely overlapping with two zero-power CSI-RS resource configurations

It is necessary for RAN1 to conclude on the intended UE behavior. If no consensus can be reached, one possible conclusion is to leave the corresponding UE behavior unspecified.
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
