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Introduction:
The Node-B Physical layer Inter-Working Unit (PHY IWU) manages mapping between transport channels and one or more physical channels. Since common software queues are used between the PHY IWU and MAC entities, a unique Transport Channel Indicator (TrCH) is needed to differentiate transport channel data streams.
Proposed Changes to the Services provided by the Physical Layer Specification (25.302):

10.1.3 PHY-DATA

The PHY-DATA primitives are used to request and indicate SDUs used for Layer 2 peer to peer communications passed to and from the physical layer.  One PHY-DATA primitive is submitted every Transmission Time Interval for each Transport Channel.

Primitives: request, indication.

· CRC check result (indication only)
