(Draft) Liaison statement on transparent RRC info in case of SRNC Relocation

  RAN WG2 would like to ask RAN WG3 regarding the concept of the IEs transparently sent from the old SRNC to the new SRNC via CN in case of SRNC Relocation. 

  For the IE “RRC Initialization Information” which is sent transparently to target RNC via CN, we assume that only “RRC IE” is included. However, there is a need to send “non-RRC IE” which does not appear in the RRC IEs. 

We have found several parameters which can be classified to “non-RRC IE” and we would like to know whether they should be in the part of the IE “RRC Initialization Information” or they are treated separately in RAN WG3.

For “non-RRC IE”, the following parameters are proposed at RAN WG2#8 meeting in Cheju, Korea. RAN WG2 would like to receive comments if RAN WG3 has already considered on this issue.

State of RRC
By receiving this information, new SRNC can know which RRC state (CELL_DCH, CELL_FACH, CELL_PCH or URA_PCH) the UE was before SRNC relocation. 

Security related variable parameters
It includes variables for integrity protection and ciphering. By receiving this information, new SRNC can know the latest information for integrity protection and ciphering controls and can maintain the RRC connection.

RLC variable parameters
By receiving this information, new SRNC can know the latest information for RLC variable parameters and can maintain the RRC connection. 

Cell Update Counter
By receiving this information, new SRNC can know how many times the UE made cell update. New SRNC can use this parameter for triggering the transition from CELL_FACH or CELL_PCH to URA_PCH.

IMSI
This is used for calculating paging occasion at the target cell if it is decided based on IMSI.(Note) 

Note: In RAN WG2, it is yet under discussion what to use e.g U-RNTI, IMSI, for the basis.
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
