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RAN WG2 thanks TSG T WG1 for its liaison on UE loop back functionality.

Regarding the UE behaviour on CRC error detection, the R2 specification 25.302 describes the model physical layer. Section 5.3 states that the erroneous Transport Blocks should be delivered to L2 regardless of the CRC check result and so this is consistent with the L2 model of the loop back function. However, in order to clarify this section, an editorial change request is proposed for this section.

On the second question as to whether there are any other functions that could cause data to be discarded instead of being delivered to layer 2 , it is possible that an incorrect TFCI decoding could cause data to be lost or transport blocks, with a CRC error indication, to be forwarded to the wrong transport channel.  We expect this to be a very unlikely scenario. No other scenario was identified.
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
