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RAN WG3 discussed the liaison on Call/Session Priorities in a Multicall Scenario, and would like to convey the following information. 

The following call situations may result in setup/continuation of only some of the RABs for a UE:

· RAB Assignment 

· Relocation/Hand-over 

· congestion situation 

UTRAN is not aware of any service related information e.g. Teleservice, the only information available for UTRAN is the RAB parameters. 

If allocation and retention priority is set commonly for each RAB of a user, then UTRAN will not be able to prioritize between the RABs of the same user. 

It should however be noted that UTRAN does not restrict the CN from specifying different allocation and retention priorities for each RAB of a user. 
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
