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1. Introduction

In last RAN2 #17 meeting, we suggested “Removal of Radio Bearer for the DCCH using RLC-TM” (R2-002200). It was concluded that DCCH (RLC-TM) should not be deleted as it is useful and is actually used in AMR mode control. Therefore, it was agreed by e-mail that a revision was needed.

In e-mail discussion, it was indicated that we missed means to configure TM Signalling Radio Bearer on downlink. 

2. Discussion

As decision of last RAN2 #17 meeting, we suggest that new RB ID is assigned for DCCH (RLC-TM).

RB 1 ~ 3 (optionally 4) are specified in the clause 6.3 of 25.331 as below;
· RB 0 shall be used for all messages sent on the CCCH (UL: RLC-TM, DL: RLC-UM).
· RB 1 shall be used for all messages sent on the DCCH, when using RLC unacknowledged mode (RLC-UM).
· RB 2 shall be used for all messages sent on the DCCH, when using RLC acknowledged mode (RLC-AM), except for except for the RRC messages carrying higher layer (NAS) signalling.
· RB 3 and optionally RB 4 shall be used by the RRC messages carrying higher layer (NAS) signalling and sent on the DCCH in RLC acknowledged mode (RLC-AM), as specified in subclause 8.1.8., 8.1.9 and 8.1.10.

In addition to this;

· RB 5 shall be used optionally by the RRC message on the DCCH using RLC transparent mode (RLC-TM) (e.g. “TRANSPORT FORMAT COMBINATION CONTROL” message)

3. Proposal

CRs (to 25.301, 25.331) will be prepared for the next meeting if this contribution is agreed and revised.
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
