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Discussion

The draft version 2.2.0 (attached) includes agreed editorial changes (proposed by MCC in R2-031713 in RAN2 #37).

The new draft version 2.2.0 has following agreed non-editorial changes:

· The UE capability text as agreed in RAN2 #37 inserted to the TS in to new chapter “7.1. UE Capability”.

· Modifications to Section 3.1. Definitions as agreed in RAN3 #37 based on R3-031174

· Sections 5.1.1 One Context per MBMS Service in CRNC, 5.1.5 UE Linking and 5.1.6 Session Start and Session Stop enhanced as agreed in RAN3 #37 based on R3-031223.

· New sections 5.1.7 RNC Registration, 5.1.8 RNC De-Registration and 5.1.9 CN De-Registration created as agreed in RAN3 #37 based on R3-031223

· The corresponding signalling flows updated in section 7.1 MBMS RNC Signalling Flows

These changes are visible with track changes –option made by Juho Pirskanen.

The draft also proposes following editorial changes, which are visible with track changes –option made by Rapporteur, Nokia

· Section 5.3.1.1 MBMS Control Channel (MCCH) and 5.3.1.2 MBMS Traffic Channel (MTCH moved to under section 6.1.Logical channels. 
· New section  “7. MBMS reception UE Capability” created and sections “5.4 MBMS Reception in RRC States/Modes” moved under it in new chapter “7.2 MBMS reception “
The reasons for these proposed changes are quite clear. The previous location of Sections 5.3.1.1, and 5.3.1.2 under chapter MAC architecture was not correct and misleading. 

Moreover the Section “5.4 MBMS Reception in RRC States/Modes”, describing UE actions in MBMS reception, was under MBMS UTRAN architecture, which was also incorrect, now the new chapter 7. MBMS reception UE Capability will describe UE capabilities and UE actions in one logical place.
