	IE “CN information elements” in SIB1 consist of IE ”CN common GSM-MAP NAS system information” and IE ”CN domain system information”. According section 10.5.1.12 of TS24.008, IE ”CN common GSM-MAP NAS system information” include Location Area Code and IE ”PS domain specific system information” include Routing Area Code. 

According to CR 1081 in RP-010550 approved in RAN#13, it is stated that these information is not forwarded in connected mode to upper layer not to stop the use of e.g. soft handover. 

In section 8.1.1.6.1 of TS25.331, it is stated that IE ”CN common GSM-MAP NAS system information” is not forwarded to the upper layers in connected mode. 

But w.r.t IE ”CN domain specific NAS system information”, it is not clear whether UE should forward this information to upper layer in connected mode or not.

Thus, some UE implementation may forward this information to upper layer, leading to a dropped call.

	It is corrected that UE should not forward IE ”CN domain specific NAS system information” to upper layer when it is in connected mode.

Isolated Impact Analysis

This correction has isolated impact. The change does not affect the behaviour of the network. The change would not affect implementations behaving like indicated in the CR, would affect implementations supporting the corrected functionality otherwise. The only impact for UE;s not supporting the proposed correction, is that by forward the LA/RA information to upper layer, the call can be dropped when UE enters a new cell of forbidden LA/RA in certain situation..
