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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks RAN1 for their liaison on the simultaneous support of S-CCPCH, DPCH and HS-PDSCH and has come to the conclusion that this is a necessary combination in order to support functionalitys like DRAC or CBS.

In order to reflect this in the RAN2 specifications RAN2 has identified that the documents 25.302, 25.306 and 25.331 need to be updated.

RAN2 has identified 2 possibilities to add this capability to the signalling:

a)

The bit that indicates in Release 99 the support of the simultaneous reception of PDSCH, DPCH and S-CCPCH would indicate in Release 5 that the UE supports simultaneous reception of HS-DSCH, DPCH  and S-CCPCH if HS-DSCH is supported and simultaneous reception of PDSCH, DPCH and S-CCPCH if PDSCH is supported.

b)

A new bit should be added which gives the full flexibility and indicates that the UE supports simultaneous reception of HS-DSCH, DPCH and S-CCPCH.

As a difference we see that the solution a does e.g. not allow to signal that a UE does support simultaneous reception of HS-DSCH, DPCH  and S-CCPCH, and does not support simultaneous reception of PDSCH, DPCH and S-CCPCH, whereas this would be possible with solution b.

RAN2 has also discussed the possibility of simultaneous reception of PDSCH and HS-DSCH and has come to the conclusion that this possibility is not needed.
