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RAN4 would like to highlight two following issues which needs further clarification

1) Order of information contained in the RRC measurement control message.  In the RAN2 specification 25.331 sub-clause xx the order of SV is different in the two messages from that used in the TI –specification 34.123 clause xxx.  

2) RAN 4 would require T1/RAN2 to specify a new test message in TS 34.109 which we have called RESET AGPS STORED INFORMATION. The test will indicate to the UE (for each test instance) that no reference time and reference location are to be re-used. The behaviour of the UE in response to this test message should be

· Disregard any internally stored GPS reference time,  reference location, and any other aiding data obtained during the previous test instance (e.g. expected ranges and Doppler)

· Accept the subsequent reference time and reference location information, as in a TTFF condition

· Calculate the position using the ‘new’ reference time and reference location information and the internally stored navigation and ionosphere models
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
