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Agreed RAN2 CR151rev1 (R2-060784) on TS25.304 for Rel-6.
1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has discussed the effects of partial roaming restrictions on cell reselection and finally agreed on a Rel-6 CR to TS 25.304 (attached). The scenarios were also already discussed in GERAN1#28 in G1-060297. 

With regards to UTRAN intra-frequency and inter-frequency it was agreed that the UE shall not take cells on the same frequency as the non suitable highest ranked cell into account for cell reselection for a maximum of 300s. 
This temporary “frequency barring” is necessary to avoid intra-frequency interference and avoid the case where the cell is not he best intra-frequency cell when RACH access is performed. 
For the inter-RAT cell reselection it was agreed that the UE shall not take the cell highest ranked cell being part of a LA in the “list of forbidden Las for roaming” as candidate for cell reselection for a maximum of 300s. 
The defined maximum time is required to have consistent UE behaviour in case suitable intra-frequency cells become available.
Please note that RAN2 has taken the decision in a way which allows implementing this behaviour already in pre-Rel-6 UEs.
