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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thanks RAN2 for their LS (in R4-061348/R2-063570) on MCCH reference RB configuration. In RAN2 LS it has been pointed out that according to TS 25.306 (MBMS capability part B (FDD), tables 4.13-3a and 4.13-3b), UE supporting only MBMS PTM reception in CELL_DCH, the minimum requirement is 20 ms TTI. On the other hand UEs not supporting MBMS PTM reception in CELL_DCH, the minimum requirement is 10 ms. Consequently an MCCH RB configuration using 20 ms TTI might not be supported by all MBMS capable UEs. Low capable UEs might fail to receive the MBMS services. In their preferred solution, RAN2 has requested RAN4 to consider increasing the TTI length from 10 ms to 20 ms of UEs that don’t support MBMS PTM reception in CELL_DCH. 

RAN4 would like to inform RAN2 that RAN4 has looked into this matter. RAN4 believes that by increasing the minimum requirements from 10 ms TTI to 20 ms TTI in case of S-CCPCH slot format 2 (SF = 256) for UEs not supporting MBMS PTM reception in CELL_DCH (TS 25.306, table 4.13-3b) would not adversely affect the performance.
