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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to inform RAN1 of the discussions on the use of HS-SCCH-less operation in CELL_PCH/URA_PCH (Enhanced CELL_FACH Work Item), as described in R2-071504 (attached).  The main benefit of the proposal, as identified during the RAN2 discussions, is that the load on HS-SCCH could be reduced if page messages can be blindly received on the HS-PDSCH.  This could be useful in URA_PCH since each URA (comprised by many cells) could have many UEs in URA_PCH state, and in order to page a UE UTRAN has to transmit the page message in all cells of the URA.  It should be noted, as reference, that in UMTS page messages typically do not exceed 240 bits of length.
During the discussion, it was raised as a concern the UE complexity that would be required to implement such scheme.  RAN2 would like to receive feedback from RAN1 on the feasibility of the HS-SCCH-less scheme described in the attachment, and if the complexity that would be required in the UE for its implementation would be acceptable.
