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1. Overall Description:

CT1 wishes to thank RAN3 for their LS (C1-072912/R3-072025) on handling of NAS messages during inter-eNB intra-LTE handovers.
CT1 has taken note of RAN3’s decision on the use of an indication mechanism over S1 to indicate non-delivery of NAS message during such inter-eNB handovers. CT1 concurs that as a result of this chosen mechanism it is possible that there will be duplication of downlink NAS messages. Thus some means to detect or avoid such duplicated downlink NAS messages is required.
In discussing this issue along with the action RAN3 requested of CT1, CT1 has reached an agreement that it is best that the duplication detection of downlink NAS message resulting from resending of NAS messages during inter-eNB handovers be best solved at the NAS layer.

While CT1 has reached an agreement that the solution should be at NAS layer, CT1 has not yet decided on what that NAS layer solution should be. However it should be noted by RAN3 that that is something CT1 will work on and decide on and should not delay RAN3 from proceeding with their work following from their decision of using an indication mechanism over S1 to indicate the non-delivery of downlink NAS messages during inter-eNB intra-LTE handovers.
2. Actions:

That RAN3 kindly proceed with their work on the non-delivery indication mechanism over S1 taking into consideration that CT1 has agreed that the duplication detection of NAS message will be resolve at the NAS level.
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
