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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has been discussing NAS-AS interaction for dependent procedures that can in principle be supported in parallel more specifically procedures involving a bearer set up.
RAN2 has been considering two options.  Both are based on the principle where lower layer procedure can complete independently of the status of the higher layer procedure, and that the protocol behavior of the higher layer is independent of which lower layer message was used to deliver he higher layer message
Option 1:

· NAS and S1-AP / RRC procedures that can be supported in parallel should on a peer-to-peer protocol level be independent and thus sent independently over S1 and radio and can be received in any order by the UE.
· The coordination of these independent layers can be handled within MME and UE e.g. if NAS (for example the TFT) is received first by the UE the message is not acted upon until the AS procedure (for example bearer establishment) has successfully completed.
· The above implies that in the case of failure when the eNB rejected the establishment of the S1 bearer, the UE will receive the NAS message.

Option 2:

· NAS and AS messages of dependent procedures are always sent concatenated over S1 and radio. So, the messages are always received together in the UE and eNB
· If the AS procedures fails for any reason (either in the eNB or UE), the NAS part is not delivered further. 

· The above implies that in the case of  failure of bearer establishment part in the eNB, the NAS (e.g., TFT) is not delivered to the UE.
