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Discussion and proposal
In last RAN2#63bis meeting, it was discussed whether RRCConnectionReestablishmentReject message should be removed to avoid potential DOS attack, or not in the discussion of [1]. 
Removing RRCConnectionReestablishmentReject message causes following two problems. 

· UE re-transmits RRCConnectionReestablishmentRequest message during T301, since UE can not know whether RRCConnectionReestablishmentRequest message is rejected by eNB, or RRCConnectionReestablishmentRequest message is not transmitted to eNB correctly. 
· It causes the delay of RRC connection establishment procedure initiation after RRC connection re-establishment is failed, since UE has to wait for T301 expiry, even if UE selects cell which is not prepared. 
Therefore the removal of RRCConnectionReestablishmentReject message is not desirable. Thus we propose to keep RRCConnectionReestablishmentReject message.
Proposal: RRCConnectionReestablishmentReject message should not be removed.
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
