2. Discussion
The following is a report of the offline discussions on CSG for UTRA:

It was noted by the UTRA VC that the following subjects would be discussed:

Scope of CSG-only frequency

There was understanding that there were two interpretations on the scope:

· Frequency layer

· Cell scope

It was concluded that in fact that there were two different deployment scenarios:

· PLMN wide scope, where a whole frequency would be dedicated to CSG deployment

· Local scope (cell), where a whole frequency is not deployed for CSG and the CSG-only frequency has local significance in the cell.

Decision 

· Two modes possible

· ARFCN/PLMN scope: Solution: Signalled from the CSG cell scope validity is similar to PSC/PCI split: I.e. once read information is valid for 24 hours.

· Local (cell) scope: Solution: Signalled from Macro cell scope is valid based on the camped cell.

· Multiple CSG-only frequencies shall be signalled

It was not discussed how we would pass from one mode to another or whether this is necessary to support.

Various schemes were discussed as to how this would be signalled: QC/NSN were on action to provide a solution for tomorrow for review.

It was generally accepted that multiple instance of dedicated frequency could be signalled. Ericsson expressed that if the network could send all the dedicated carriers then the UE would benefit from this.

Coding of CSG-indicator

Decisions: It was concluded that the CSG indicator should be one bit the Stage 3 details are TBD but discussions were split between a bit or a Mandatory default (which is TBD).

The Bit would be coded as follows:

· Default Not Closed

· When present

· Closed

· Not Closed

· It was decided that the CSG ID would be optional when the CSG-indicator is Not Closed
· CSG ID is mandatory when CSG-indicator is Closed.

· The CSG-indicator would be sent in the MIB

Need for open/closed indicator

· Given the decision  on Coding of CSG indicator this is closed

Hybrid mode forward compatibility

· Given the decision  on Coding of CSG indicator this is closed

In addition, the following subjects were also discussed:

Number of PSC/PCI Split instances

· Telecom Italia requested if more than one instance of the PSC/PCI range could be accepted as long as the coding did not represent a significant signaling load.

· UE chip set manufacturers and Operators present expressed no objections

Decision: At least two instances of PCI range should be signaled. AP Qualcom to provide coding scheme the efficiency of which shall be close to Option 1 of the QC proposal.
AS CSG ID/HNB name reporting during Manual selection

· Vodafone requested that we discussed what the requirements that would apply to reporting CSG IDs to NAS during Manual CSG selection.

· Different opinions were expressed:

· UE should report all CSG cells which meet suitable cell criteria

· UE should rank and report best CSG cells
