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1.  Introduction
This paper presents a text proposal to TS 36.331 on intra-frequency cell reselection allowed/ not-allowed concept, to align TS 36.331 with the proposed CR to TS 36.304 in [1] on the same issue. Changes to TS 36.331 are:

Proposal 1:
The IE intraFrequencyCellReselection is defined as an ENUMERATED type having {allowed, notAllowed} as value range (it was previously a BOOLEAN), in SIB1. The IE name should be shortened to intraFrequencyReselection.
Proposal 2:
A new IE tBarred is defined in SIB1 to be used as the parameter Tbarred in TS 36.304, having a value range {10, 20, 40, 80, 160, 320, 640, 1280} s, which is the same as for UTRA.
Proposal 3:
The IEs intraFrequencyReselection and tBarred are optionally present with condition “Cond CellBarred”, and shall be present
· if the IE cellBarred is set to “barred”,
· if the IE cellReservedForOperatorUse is set to “reserved” for any PLMN in the IE plmn-IdentityList, or

Common SI scheduling window for all SIs. Unit in milliseconds, where ms1 denotes 1 millisecond, ms2 denotes 2 milliseconds and so on.

Common for all SIs

	CellBarred
	The IE is mandatory present if the IE cellBarred is set to ‘barred’ or the IE cellReservedForOperatorUse is set to ‘reserved’ for any PLMN in the IE plmn-IdentityList; otherwise the IE is not needed.
